The 50th General Service Conference of AA
in Australia was a special celebration with
one day devoted to past Delegates and Trus-
tees speaking about their experiences, going
right back to the 70’s. One of the speakers
was Ron C. from our Area. The passion and
dedication of all 26 people who spoke was
inspiring, to say the least. The CD’s of this
event (available from the Caring and Sharing
Tape Library) are wonderful examples for
new people who might be interested in this
form of service.

Other highlights for our Area were the accep-
tance of our Delegate’s reports on the Eastern
Regional Forum we hosted at Windsor earlier
this year and the landmark National Forum
we co-hosted in Sydney in September (see
over).

The new Group Conscience pamphlet is now
printed and available and a new Australian
version of the Group Handbook is in a fairly
final draft.

One of the interesting Floor Actions at this
year’s Conference was that the Board will
investigate the establishment of a single na-
tional AA phone line. This is an old topic,
previously considered and rejected, but this
time the investigation is going ahead so we
will see what happens.

The Eastern Region consists of eight
Areas. Area A in northern NSW started
more than 30 years ago and we are the
newest Area, only formed in 2006.

Area H consists of Approximately 90 groups.

West from Burwood across Western Sydney
to Katoomba. North Lalor Park and Northern
Richmond. Southern end Campbeltown and
Fairfield.

In accordance with the motion passed at the August Assembly we went ahead and, using Freewebs, set
up the Area H Website based on the information supplied by Area D. This was begun on the 20 August

The first National Forum for all those AA
members who are carrying the message in
hospitals and prisons was held in Sydney
in September.

Treatment and Correctional Facilities
(known as T&CF) are places where we
know there are plenty of alcoholics who
want help but have not yet found AA.

That is why meetings and information
sessions are held in at least 48 hospitals
and more than 40 prisons in most of the
AA service Areas around Australia. In our
Area there is a lot going on, but we have
not had a T&CF Coordinator to pull it all
together. Lloyd F. has now taken on this
role after completing his term as Area
Delegate.

At the National Forum there were 72 AA
members with a wealth of experience and
a very positive approach. Six strategies for
the future were agreed to take us forward
to the next Forum in Brisbane in 2010.

Written reports were received from 14 of
the 21 Areas in Australia and these are
posted on the Australian Service Website
(www.aaservice.org.au) along with the
National Coordinator’s report.

Without a doubt this is one of the most
satisfying and rewarding forms of service.
Our wonderful Women’s Prison Group in
Area H is an inspiring example for all.

Those at the Forum said it had now cer-
tainly ‘come of age.’
