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Area Delegate: 2 years or 3 years?

At the Area Assembly of 6 February 2010
the Area considered an item to reduce the
term of Area Delegate from 3 years to 2
years. This had been a Topic at the 2009
Conference but had been lost, however it
was noted at the Conference that an Area
Assembly can make its own decision for the
length of term of their Area Delegate. Some
years ago the Australian AA Conference
changed the term of an Area Delegate from
2 years to 3 years and holds this position for
one term. As current Delegate | was not
involved in that Conference as it was some
years ago however | am led to understand
that this decision was made as a floor mo-
tion. A floor motion is one that is brought
on at the Conference from any attendee at
the Conference and is generally submitted
without prior advice, as a result members of
Alcoholics Anonymous would not have been
able to comment on the motion as it was
not provided in the published Topics prior
to the Conference. As a result a floor mo-
tion that is successful is only voted on by the
Conference attendees with Groups and Al-

coholics in AA not having any prior input to
the motion. A discussion paper that outlines
some of the advantages and disadvantages of
a two or three year term for Area Delegate
is provided on the Area H website This pa-
per is provided to members of AA in Area H
to determine whether the status quo re-
mains, ie a 3 year term, or revert to the 2
year term that is had been previously and as
occurs with AA in the USA.
