A number of issues are at hand which I have outlined as follows:

· The National Convention was recently held at Coffs Harbour over the Easter period and it was wonderful in seeing a number of members from Area H at the Convention. The Host Committee did a great job in putting together the National Convention which is always much harder when it is held away from a Capital City due to the ability to get members to assist with the Committee and what would involve much more travel and commitment. Thanks also to Ollie O for having a meeting of Eastern Region delegates in being able to welcome new delegates prior to the AA Conference in November.

· Topics for 2010 are now open for contributions by members but close on 26 July 2010. I am aware of two Topics being presented by Area H members and if you or your groups have in mind any issues please raise them at this Assembly as there are members who would be able to assist in providing advice as to wording etc. This is a great opportunity to input to the growth of AA in Australia.

· At the last Assembly the term of the Area Delegate was tabled. T&CF Coordinator’s Report – Lloyd F
Area T&CF Coordinator’s Report – Area Assembly – Riverstone – May 1, 2010

Regarding treatment facilities, the AA service at St John of God Hospital, North Richmond, is going well due to good relations and good communication between the hospital staff and Area representatives, Nathan and I, and local Group representatives, Jan and David in particular. Quite a lot of literature has been provided by the Saturday AA group and particular items have been, or are being, obtained by the Area to meet their requests. The loose roster of regular AA speakers - on Friday mornings, every three weeks - still includes Michael S. and others who operate out of the CSO at Croydon as well as speakers organized by Area H.

Elsewhere in the Area, service in treatment facilities is continuing (Hadleigh Lodge at Leura, Nepean Hospital Detox Unit, Northside West at Wentworthville and Fairfield Hospital Corrella Unit) without any particular Area coordination.

Regarding men’s correctional facilities, I’m sorry to say that the demand for AA services outstrips the supply at this point in time. The visits at Parramatta and Silverwater are still being done by people from Area G, but I understand the need there has been scaled back somewhat. The problem is that new meetings are now requested for ParkLea and John Morony and we need more men who are willing to get a clearance and go in to speak to the inmates there on a regular basis. Please contact me or Ken W. at the CSO Croydon if you could help in this way.

The wonderful band of women who carry the AA message into women’s prisons, Dyllwinnia, Emu Plains, Bolwarra and Mulawa, every week, continue to do a great job. The new roster from May to July will be on the website shortly.

The 2nd National Forum on Treatment and Correctional Facilities will be held in Brisbane from 8th-10th of October this year and I have registration forms with me. I will be attending this as a follow on from my previous role as the National Coordinator, but our greatest need, right now, is for someone else with an interest in AA service in hospitals or jails, to put their hand up to go there to represent our Area. That person will also be able to carry this service work forward for our Area in 2011-2012 if they take on the role of Area Coordinator at the end of this year. Fares and accommodation for the new person to attend the Brisbane Forum will be paid by the Area.

There is a new draft Guideline (which will become Guideline 22 in the book) called Suggestions for Members Wishing to Visit Correctional Centres. You can download it from the service website or get a copy from me.

Finally, I think the Area should consider creating two separate positions – one for treatment facilities and one for correctional facilities – when my term is up after the November Assembly this year. This is because there are now two positions at the National level and the Forum program is being split into two separate meetings.

Our group rotates service positions on an annual basis at our Birthday meeting. For which we welcome David R as the New Group Secretary. As this has been the end of my second year of service as the Groups GSR, this will be my Last Area H meeting for the Riverstone group. 

Campbelltown – Kerry GSR

Our group is proceeding through the steps and recently we had our annual position rotation.  Some newer groups members taking on service roles in the group.  Out rotation happens every 15 weeks now that we have changed to using 12 x 12 CD for both steps and traditions (4 traditions a week depending on allowed time).  We have 10-12 group members and our meeting numbers vary from 10 – 20 on given nights.  I last reported to my home group about suggested topics for 2010 and need to clarify if we wait for a topics agenda.  Furthermore, discussions on how long the term should be for our Area Delegate, out group voted unanimously for a 2 year term in favour of decision an Area H term of 2 years.

The Wednesday Closed ID meeting commencing at 7.30 pm has been well attended with numbers varying between 15 and 30. We are regularly visited by attendees of two rehabs in the Blue Mountains namely Hadley Lodge and Kyhilla. It will be Springwood’s 50th birthday meeting on Wednesday the 19th May. The Springwood Group has opened a new meeting 11th April. It is a 1 hour meeting which is called A Concious Contact Meeting. The meeting is held on a Sunday morning from 8.00am – 9.00am. The format is a 15 minute meditation time followed by sharing on a reading from the Big Book. It has an attendance of approximately 6 members and it is expected the number will grow through word of mouth and when it is published in the reviver. The number of attendees on the Monday night Big Book Study recently can vary anywhere between 6 and 10. We hold group conscience on 1st Wednesday of the month. The group uses the 40/30/30 rule when allocating excess funds to the CSO, Area H and National office.

Our Group currently has 14 members with an average of 18-25 attendees on Sunday evening and 6-10 attendees on Saturday morning. We hold monthly Group Conscience meetings on the first Sunday of the month and Fellowship with light refreshments on the each week following the Discussion Meeting. Our Group Conscience meeting includes the study and discussion of one Tradition per month. This is done through the Traditions in Illustration leaflet and the AA Guidelines to Group Inventory. The Group has a website – penrithbbs@gmail.org  – which provides information on Alcoholics Anonymous, SOTS meetings and current AA workshops and rallies. These workshops and rallies are also mentioned at both meetings and members can take contact information from a consolidated word document.  Our Group provides regular donations to the National Office, Blue Mountains and Western Sydney CSO, Croydon CSO and Area H. Our Group currently has members holding the following positions:

· Secretary of the BBD meeting

· Secretary of the BBS meeting

· Treasurer for both meetings

· Literature representative

· Area H GSR for both meetings

· CSR for Croydon office

These service positions are currently rotated on a 6-monthly basis, with the Treasurers position rotating each 12 months. We continue to welcome and support newcomers by providing a free copy of a small Big Book and follow up phone calls during the ensuing weeks. We also support carrying of the message through our website and a wallet-sized list of members’ telephone numbers. The website is updated regularly with AA activities. Our group members are involved in sponsorship and service all levels in the spirit of recovery, unity and service. Since the February Area H Assembly, both meetings celebrated birthdays. The Saturday morning BBD celebrated its 1st and the Sunday BBS its 6th. It was a Group Conscience decision to celebrate these birthdays together on Sunday evening the 11th April. Approximately 30 members enjoyed Fellowship following the meeting.

Saturday Night Recovery Group, North Richmond - Jan C GSR

This Group consists of 6 members with an average of 25 in attendance and up to 30 most Saturday nights.  As the venue is in a hospital, there are between 7 and 15 patients on a regular basis. This Group supports the patients by offering temporary sponsorship and supplying the Hospital with literature and books as per our 7th Tradition. We also have a good supply of literature and books for sale. The Group also supports Area H, National Office and the Blue Mountains and Western Sydney CSO Penrith.


Blue Mountains & Western Sydney CSO (BM & WSCSO)

7. DISCUSSION OF 2/3 YEAR TERM FOR DELEGATE
Carried forward from May Area H Assembly
At the last Assembly the term of the Area Delegate was tabled. The Assembly was provided with a discussion document for the GSR’s to take back to their groups to consider the term length for the Area H Delegate.  Area H has unanimously voted through the GSR’s for a two year term for Area Delegate.  Current Delegate will stand down at the end of two year term and alternate delegate with take over.  Outgoing delegate has agreed to stay as a participating member of the Area Assembly to mentor the incoming delegate.
8. TOPICS FOR CONFERENCE
· Regional Forums

Each year an Area hosts the regional forum, this year it will be Area G.  Stan proposed a topic to create a roster system that would show year by year what Area would be hosting the Regional Forum, this would enable the Area the know when they were hosting and whether they would decline or accept
· Storage of Archives

Lloyd proposed a topic to generate discussion re the storage of archives.  Ollie said that there was an advisory action from 2008 already tabled re National Office to take responsibility to store archives.  As the National Office is unsuitable for storage of Archives a venue is needed to be found so that all national archives from different areas in Australia to be brought together for storage in one place.
